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A girl named Fern saves a pig, Wilbur, nurturing him until he's sold to her uncle. Lonely
at the farm, Wilbur befriends Charlotte, a spider. Charlotte learns Wilbur's fate and weaves
messages praising him in her web, making him famous to prevent his slaughter. Over time, Fern

grows apart from Wilbur as she matures.

Charlotte's plan succeeds, attracting attention to Wilbur, making him a tourist attraction. At

a fair, Wilbur receives an award guaranteeing his safety. Charlotte, nearing the end of her life,
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sacrifices herself but ensures her offspring will be born in spring. Fern moves on from Wilbur,

focusing on other interests.

Wilbur, aided by Charlotte's legacy, survives winter and finds solace in her offspring. Despite
losing many spider companions, Wilbur finds new friends among subsequent spider generations.
The story showcases the bond between Wilbur and Charlotte and how their actions shape their

lives and relationships.

E.B. White, renowned for books like “Stuart Little” and “Charlotte's Web,” received the
1970 Laura Ingalls Wilder Medal for his impactful contributions to children's literature. His
work, including “The Trumpet of the Swan,” earned international recognition. In 1971, he was
honored with the National Medal for Literature, and in 1963, President Kennedy awarded him the
Presidential Medal for Freedom. His accolades include the Gold Medal for Essays and Criticism
and membership in the American Academy of Arts and Letters. He received honorary degrees from

seven institutions before his passing on October 1, 1985,
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
